Grant arranged through San Antonio Area Foundation

In time for January’s hard freeze and potential power outage, a 
$74,349 grant from the Elizabeth and Floyd McGown Charitable 

fund arrived to install natural gas generators for our Visitors Center, 
Orchid and Bromeliad Conservatories and Parrot Education facility!
